The aim
of the project is to actively involve a younger audience across Europe, to spread
the “European idea” and to transport the spirit of European cinema to an
audience group of 20-29-year-olds. It shall also support film dissemination,
film education and the culture of debating.

Based on the list of 50 films from the EFA Feature Film Selection 2016 and 15
documentaries from the EFA Documentary Selection 2016 a committee of film
experts consisting of Feo Aladag (director/Germany), Dagmar Brunow
(academic, Linnaeus University/Sweden), Luis Martinez Lopez (journalist, EL
MUNDO/Spain) and Patrick Sobelman (producer/France) decided on the
following nominations:
